 Course Description:  

Students will learn elementary skills needed to design websites. Students will, through a collaborative 21st century skills learning environment, be guided through and demonstrate an understanding of web site production, structure, navigation, color schemes, user interface criteria and much more.  
Course Objectives:

At the end of this course students will be able to create their own websites using FrontPage 2003, Adobe CS4 suite, Photoshop extended, Dreamweaver, and Flash professional.
