 Course Description:  

Level 2 builds on skills and knowledge of level 1 with increasing emphasis on pronunciation, intonation, and conventions, using more specialized vocabulary. Students will engage in more complex conversations. Narratives will be used to further knowledge of structural patterns and word elements.  Students are also encouraged to join and participate in our very active German Club for additional cultural experience throughout their high school years.

Expectations
· Strebsamkeit (Ambition) 
Learning a new language is challenging, but rewarding! Please come to class with an open mind and put to use the language skills learned in our class. Try to correctly pronounce the words and use the vocabulary and sentence structures we are practicing. An ambitious student is one that is creative when doing all written and oral assignments and tries to speak in German as much as possible during the class period.

· Pünktlichkeit (Punctuality) 

Be on time to class. Turn everything in on time. Late work and major assignments will be penalized 10% per day late and will not be accepted more than a week late. Homework must be turned in at the end of the school day to receive full credit for the assignment. If it is turned in at 2:31 or later, then it is counted as late. 
· Ordentlichkeit (Organization)
Bring all of your supplies to class every day. Develop an organization system for yourself that can allow you to find all assignments and resources easier. Keep our classroom neat! 

· Höflichkeit (Politeness/Courtesy) 

Respect each other, me and other school personnel at all times. Do not make fun of or put down anyone for any reason, even as a joke. Crude speech and cursing, in any language, is not appropriate and will not be tolerated.

	Chapter Tests and Quizzes

	At the end of each chapter there will be a test to determine your writing, reading and listening skills. There will be usually 1 to 2 quizzes a chapter to check your understanding as we go.

	Project
	20%
	Each Semester, there will be several projects. We will go over my expectations on this later, due to each project’s individual requirements. There will be an oral component and a written.

In addition, you will also receive a grade each semester for participating in 6 hours of German cultural activities outside of your schoolwork. I will explain the requirements later.

	Homework
	15%
	Each homework section will be worth 2 points each. Points are as given 2pts=full credit, 1pt=1/2 credit and 0pts= no credit

	Classroom Participation & Activities
	15%
	Classroom participation will be graded each day and will be assigned based on how well you began and ended our class. If you work on all in-class assignments and participate in the various oral activities than you should get full credit.

	Oral Exam
	10%
	1-2 Oral exams every semester. Students will be given a theme that is related to the class. I will give more information about the exam, as the time approaches. 

	Semester Exam
	10%
	At the end of every semester, there will be an exam. Like always the exam will have listening and written components.
