Ein Märchen Schreiben
Now is the time to try your hand at fairytale creation. You have two different options to write your fairytale. 

1) Take a pre –existing fairytale and tell it from a different perspective. z.B. Rotkäppchen is told from the girl’s point of view, but you could change the perspective and tell it from the Wolf’s.  If you choose this method, you may change the ending of the story to fit your needs. The big details must be the same.

2) You may write your own unique story-must include  fairytale vocabulary—set in a faraway world with kings, queens , could begin with Once upon a time ( Es war einmal… )--be sure to include fairytale elements like: important numbers (2,7,12), the rewards of good behavior, transformation into an animal or other magical event and the focus on the most well-behaved child.

Requirements:

Written:


-Use easy to understand language, which would allow someone in a lower level German to read your story 

-There is no length requirement. You must have a clear story development (Character development, situation development, climax and resolution) If you have one sentence per page, this is probably too short! Your story should flow naturally.

-Use the simple past (Präteritum) for your narration as well as our relative sentences
-Spoken dialog in quotes that takes place can be in present, future or perfect tenses

-Include a moral to your story

-Type and double space both rough draft and your final copy. Include the special characters like ä ö ü β in the words that require them.
-You will be PEER editing each classmates work.  Frau is your last stop for peer editing!

Pictures/Format:

-Your work must be in a book format with pages to turn (you can bind them anyway you’d like)

-Each page must have a picture to help tell your story. You can draw, paint or find pictures on the internet. If you use pictures from the internet, please be sure to cite your sources in MLA format.
